Members:

• eight members from the Assembly;

• four members from each of the permanent sub-groups

established by the Assembly;

• two members from the expert group on the implementation of the CAP

Strategic Plan Regulation, related to monitoring and evaluation.

➢ appointed by the AGRI DG following a proposal of the Assembly,

reflecting the geographic and thematic diversity of the members of the

European CAP network and based on the voluntary commitment of

the proposed members.



In agreement with the Commission, the Assembly may set up sub-groups on specific thematic 

strands related to the objectives and the tasks of the European CAP network, including 

permanent sub-groups on:

➢ innovation and knowledge exchange;

➢LEADER and territorial development; and

➢CAP Strategic Plans.

• Sub-groups shall carry out thematic works on the basis of a mandate defined by the 

Assembly.

• Invitation to MS to nominate their permanent representatives in the Assembly (Q4 

2022)

• Public call for selection of Union-wide organisations in the Assembly representing 

regional or local authorities active in agriculture and rural development (Q4 2022)

nominate their representatives in the Assembly (Q4 2022 – Q1 2023)

• Meetings of permanent subgroups: selection of their representatives in the Steering
